Award Guidelines:
e Individuals and organizations must have an affiliation with UNH (e.g. organizations that hire or
provide volunteer opportunities fo UNH students, Cooperative Extension volunteers, alumni etc.).
e Individuals and organizations must serve New Hampshire Seacoast communities.
e Individuals may nominate others or themselves.

Awards Categories:

* Community Leader Award:
We are seeking nominations of individuals whose work has made a significant impact on their
community, or contributed to the development of future leaders in New Hampshire's Seacoast
Region. To be eligible for the award, the nominee’'s work must address the Seacoast Region and
contribute to the University's public service mission.

* Community Organization Award:
We are seeking nominations of organizations that have collaborated with UNH to foster
leadership and improve civic life in New Hampshire's Seacoast Region. Examples of collaboration
include student internships, Cooperative Extension volunteer work, research collaborations,
professional development partnerships, etc.

* Student Activist Award:
We are seeking nominations of students whose activism has helped to connect UNH fo of f-campus
community(ies) in a way that demonstrates leadership and promotes collaboration for the
betterment of others in the Seacoast Region.

* Student Service Award:
We are seeking nominations UNH students whose work reflects a strong ethic of service and
giving to a local community. Any student leader who is engaged in community service, service-
learning, or community service work-study is eligible.




Nomination Instructions:

2. Review the categories and criteria and complete the nomination form as directed.

3. Complete a letter of nomination of 500 words or less that describes the nominee's
contributions and why you feel they deserve the award.

4. Include up to two letters of support from others in the community who are familiar with the
nominee's contributions and who can add further support for the nomination. Maximum of two
letters, please.

5. Nominations must be submitted by March 22, 2007. Please submit the nomination as one
packet containing:
