RULES AND FEES

1. ALL RIDERS must wear an ASTM approved helmet with chinstrap attached while riding on the

grounds.

No one under 8 may ride a horse on the show grounds due to insurance reasons.

Rider’s age is determined as of January 1, 2009.

Current Coggins test is required within 6 months for out-of-state horses.

Management reserves the right to combine or cancel classes with insufficient entries (fewer than 3,

management will announce if they have done so the day of the show).

Any classes may be divided as Management deems fit, for reasons of safety. Classes will be divided

if there are more than 12 entries.

Abuse of any animal will be cause for dismissal from the show.

No alcoholic beverages are allowed on the grounds.

9. This show uses the NH 4-H Horse Show Rulebook as a guide. There is no dress code requirement
other than boots with a heel and an ASTM approved helmet, both of which are required for all riders,
regardless of age.

10. The Judge(s)’s decision is FINAL. Any questions concerning rules, decisions of the judge and/or
concerns regarding the class schedule should be directed to the show manager.

11. The Committee is not responsible for typographical errors.

12. Walk-Trot eligibility: RIDER must be unable to safely canter/lope in a group. Walk-Trot classes are
for inexperienced beginner riders who have NOT ridden in W/T/C classes.

13. Green Horse eligibility: HORSE must be in their first or second year of showing. For safety reasons,
the horse may not be entered into other divisions (non-green horse) during the day.

14. You must send a check with your entry to constitute a pre-entry. Entries without payment will
be charged post-entry costs.

15. Stalls must be purchased BEFORE using; you are not required to clean them out after use.

16. Horses that kick MUST have red ribbons in the tail. Ribbon available at Secretary’s booth.

** Class Description**
Novice Horsemanship: These classes are designed to replace Leadline classes, to give our novice riders a
chance to get their feet wet. Riders, between the ages of 8 and 13 years old as of January 1, 2009, will show
at a walk on the rail, and trot/jog one at a time between cones that will be set up. Riders cannot show in
other walk-trot classes.
Equitation: To be judged on the skills of the rider.
Pleasure: To be judged on the horse and their behavior and suitability in the ring.
Discipline: To be judged on the horse and rider's ability to work as a pair. Class may have a short pattern at
the discretion of the judge.
Mint Julep: Riders show at the walk, trot and canter (if applicable) in both directions of the ring, holding a
pre-measured cup of green tinted water. Riders are pinned according to the amount of water they have left in
their glass after the class is complete.
