She is a certified: Permaculture Designer, National Plant Diagnostic Network First Detector, and Herbal 
Information Specialist. Born to a New England farm family, Dot grew up learning about vegetable farming, and backyard 
livestock production. She has extensive experience raising cows, ducks, chickens, rabbits, pigs, veal and goats. She 
earned her BS in Plant Biology at UNH in 2001, and is currently working on a Masters degree in Animal Sciences where 
she is focused on using condensed tannins in forages to control gastrointestinal parasites in organic livestock.
