Production of wool became a
lucrative business, generating fortunes
and providing the only era of true
agricultural prosperity in the state's
history. It left behind a legacy of fine
architecture and thousands of miles of
rugged stonewalls. Forces from beyond
New Hampshire were to doom the
industry leading to farm abandonment.
Steve Taylor is a former NH Commissioner
of Agriculture and a Sullivan County
resident.
