Please read the Event Criteria sheet carefully. It is important to note the following:

Please note:  In order to assure the most up-to-date documents, please visit the 4-H Staff Intranet page.  

Entries, submissions, and presentations (photo, poster, demonstration, action exhibit, garment, speech) which have been previously delivered at State Activities Day may NOT be repeated. All presentations and submissions must be new work completed since June 4, 2011.

A youth may participate in the same event with two different presentations as long as scheduling allows. Example, a youth may present a team demonstration and an individual demonstration on different topics. The county quota for number of demonstrations, etc. will remain the same as indicated below.

For all Communications Events: ie. Demonstrations, Action Exhibits, Public Speaking, etc.  
· Live animals are not allowed in the MUB
· Firearms may not be included in any 4-H State Activities Day or Eastern States Exposition presentations.  For presentations related to firearms, models or photos must be substituted.

The State Activities Day participant entry form will be on the UNH eVents system, more information will follow in the next few weeks. The paper entry form is for those staff who want to use it to prepare information for data entry into the computer. Please do not send me these completed forms - just upload the data to the web once completed.  

· Judges will be entered electronically this year. When you receive instructions on the data entry system, it will include instructions on where to enter the judge’s names. 

· I will ask all Educators to review the database information once it is complete. In previous years there were many mistakes resulting in some participants being placed in the wrong room or activity. 

**Deadlines for submission of registrations for Action Exhibits, Demonstrations, Public Speaking, Posters, and Photos as well as the survey sheet is April 20, 2012. Extra Action Exhibit slots and Demonstration slots will be re-assigned shortly after this date. 
**Deadline for submission of Fashion Revue Participants and all judges, is May 1, 2012.  
Staff Assignment sheets are due February 15, 2012.

As a reminder, all 4-H staff are expected to participate and assist in State Activities Day.  Any exceptions must be specifically cleared with Wendy Brock.

· Teams of 3 demonstrators are permitted. Teams that include a senior member will compete in the senior division. Both team members must be at least 12 years old to be eligible for State Activities Day consideration.
· Counties may also send 2 Senior Individual Horse Demonstrations and 2 Senior Team Horse Demonstrations, if those demonstrations are eligible to compete at the National Horse Round Up in Louisville, KY.  Eligibility requirements are as follows; participant must be 14 years of age as of January 1, 2012 and cannot have competed at the National Horse Communications contest in the past.

· Tables and easels will be provided; all other equipment must be provided by the exhibitor.

· If live animals are being used in the demonstration see “Event Criteria” above.

Juniors 3-8 minutes

Seniors 5-10 minutes
· Demonstration subject categories are used to assign rooms.  Please use the attached list.

**Deadline for submission of Demonstration Participants April 20, 2012. 

Awards: Rosettes are awarded to the top junior and the top senior in each room who score 85 points or higher.  If there are 5 or more juniors or seniors in a room, an additional member scoring over 85 points will also be recognized.  Demonstrations scoring over 85 points and/or recommended by the judges will be invited to attend Eastern States Exposition.

Award Notes: For the Horse Senior individual and team selected to attend Louisville, Kentucky. It      is highly recommended a demonstration is done, not an illustrated talk. An illustrated talk does not compete well at the national level, and a lower scoring demonstration may be selected over a winning

illustrated talk. The highest scoring team and individual will be eligible to earn a trip to Louisville,

Kentucky to compete at the National 4-H Horse Round-Up. Funding for this trip is provided by the 4-H Foundation of New Hampshire.
2012 STATE ACTIVITIES DAY

ACTION EXHIBITS
· Each county may send 6 exhibits, minimum age - 12 years old by 1/1/12. Team exhibits may combine juniors and seniors.  Maximum participants per exhibit is 3.
· Teams comprised of members only age 12 or 13 by 1/1/12 will compete in the junior division.
· Teams comprised of any members age 14 and older by 1/1/12 will compete in the senior division.
· Teams comprised of 1 junior and 1 senior member will compete in the senior division.
· Time guidelines:
50 minute time period with a 15 minute set up time.
· Tables and easels will be provided; all other equipment must be provided by the exhibitor.
Awards: Rosettes are awarded to the 3 to 7 top junior and top senior Action Exhibits  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1(percentage of recognition between 25-30%). Members scoring over 85 points and/or recommended by the judges will be invited to attend Eastern States Exposition.

**Deadline for submission of Action Exhibit Participants April 20, 2012. 

2012 STATE ACTIVITIES DAY

PUBLIC SPEAKING
· Each county may send two junior members (age 12 or 13) and two senior members (age 14-18), to speak on any topic.
· In addition, each county may send 2 senior Horse public speakers (horse topic) to compete for the National Horse Round-Up if they are eligible for this contest.  Eligibility requirements are as follows; participant must be 14 years of age as of January 1, 2012, have a quality speech, and cannot have competed at the National Horse Communications contest in the past.
· Time guidelines:
Juniors 3-8 minutes

Seniors 5-10 minutes

Awards:  Rosettes are awarded to the top 2 to 4 junior and the top 2 to 4 senior public speakers.  The top senior public speaker with a horse topic will represent NH in Louisville, Kentucky at the National Horse Round Up. Funding for this trip is provided by the 4-H Foundation of New Hampshire.  Time permitting; the top public speaker may be invited to deliver his/her speech at the State Activities Day Awards Ceremony.
Members scoring over 85 points and/or recommended by the judges will be invited to attend Eastern States Exposition.

2012 STATE ACTIVITIES DAY

FASHION REVUE

· 50 Advanced score sheet category members who are 12 or older as of 1/1/12 will compete in the State Fashion Revue. The number of participants invited per county will vary each year based on the county Clothing and Textiles project enrollment and participation in the county Fashion Revue program.

· The number of representatives for 2012 will be forwarded to counties by Fashion Revue Coordinator shortly (these will be based on information from 2011 county reports).

· If you cannot send the number of delegates you are allotted, please let Fashion Revue Coordinator know as soon as possible and she will select from the alternate list. The order of the alternate list will also be provided shortly.

· In addition, each county may send 6 representatives who will only model their garments at the State Fashion Revue during State Activities Day. These should be  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1distributed as follows:
· 3 high scoring members using the Advanced score sheet who were not invited for judging  
· 3 top scoring members using the Intermediate score sheet.

· If counties do not have 3 members eligible from the advanced or intermediate levels, more representatives may be sent in one category or the other to equal 6 participants.  Minimum age in both categories is 12 by 1/1/12.

· Fashion Selections – Each county may send 3 representatives who are 12 or over to participate in the Fashion Selections judging and model their garments at the State Fashion Revue during State Activities Day. 

Awards:  All State Fashion Revue participants receive a State 4-H Activities Day participation ribbon.  Rosettes are presented to the highest scoring participants who are judged in the State Fashion Revue and Fashion Selections programs.  Participants in the State Activities Day Fashion Revue Programs are selected to model in the New England Center at Eastern States Exposition. 

Deadline: 
· County entry forms are due in the State 4-H Office by May 1
· Script cards are due to Fashion Revue coordinator by May 4.
· Garments are due at Moiles House on or before Garment Judging day, May 31. 
· If you are bringing garments on the day of judging they must be delivered to the Memorial Union Building, Granite State Room by 9:00 am.
One or more counties are needed to volunteer to decorate the stage for Fashion Revue. Set up will take place on the morning of State Activities Day. Please contact Fashion Revue Coordinator if you wish to volunteer your county.

2012 STATE ACTIVITIES DAY

PHOTOGRAPHY
· Each county may send 3 photographs, from members age 12 or over as of 1/1/12.  Note: Members do not have to be enrolled in the photography project. It is the decision of each county whether or not they will allow one member to exhibit more than one photograph at State Activities Day.

· Prints (black & white or color) must not exceed 9"x12".  Entries can be matted and framed to a larger overall size.  

· Each photography exhibit must be identified with a caption on the reverse side.  Required information includes:
· Name, address, and county, age
· Equipment used - Type of Camera, Flash, Filters, etc
· Type of Processing - Commercially Printed or otherwise
· Any enhancements made

· Members can enter photographs in the following categories: 


· New Hampshire at its Best 

· 4-H at its Best/4-H Promotion
· Open category

NH 4-H State and County Poster Contest Rules & Entry Form

1. Rules 

· Posters must be made on standard poster board measuring 14” x 22”. They may be horizontal or vertical. Posters on non-standard size board will not be accepted.
· Posters may be produced by any medium including: watercolor, ink, crayon, acrylic, charcoal, and/or oils. Word processed lettering and computer generated graphics are acceptable.
· Posters may be three-dimensional, however must be no more than 1/4” high (must be able to lay flat in a pile).

· Poster should be able to be read from 10’ to 15’ away. 

· Poster should convey one clear message (not a collage)

· Other than the 4-H Clover, posters may not incorporate copyrighted materials like "Garfield" or "Snoopy" cartoon characters or trademarked materials such as depictions of items with names like “Elmers Glue” or “Campbell’s Soup” 

· If the 4-H Clover is used, it may not be distorted and no images may be superimposed over it. 

· The statement “18 USC 707” must legibly appear at the right of the base. 

· Any use of the official 4-H Clover (any clover with “H’s” on the leaves) must be used in accordance with the rules governing the emblem. Official 4-H graphics and regulations may be found at: http://www.national4hheadquarters.gov/emblem/4h_emblems.htm
