Entering Multistate and Integrated Effort in NH Planning and Reporting System
As a requirement for qualifying for our federal funding, UNH Cooperative Extension must document at least 25% of our Smith Lever (USDA) funding is spent on multistate and integrated work .  UNH Cooperative Extension does this through our planning and reporting system and the instructions here are meant to assist you with properly entering your multistate and integrated time into the system.

Multistate time is defined as time spent working in partnership with Extension or university staff from another state to plan and/or implement Extension educational programs.  Examples include work planning or implementing programs at Eastern States, working collaboratively to develop and maintain a regional website, participating in a national association meeting, or presenting a workshop for a program in another state.  This doesn’t include work on a program entirely planned and implemented by NH Extension staff but advertised in another state.  The key is there is collaborative planning or sharing of expertise.
Integrated time is that time spent working on Agricultural Experiment Station research (Hatch funding) of any kind.   While it is mostly our Agricultural Resources Specialists that do Integrated work, there are some Hatch projects in family and consumer resources as well (financial management).

Instructions for reporting multistate or integrated time

As you are reporting your time on various activities/outputs in the system, on a quarterly basis, you note how much time is devoted to multistate and integrated activities.

· Click on Outputs (Efforts/Activities) and select the activity you are reporting on. 

· Enter the date, number of outputs and participation data as usual.

· Enter the total number of days spent on that activity for the time period you are reporting.

· Enter the subset of those days that are integrated time (time spent on Hatch projects).  You may have 10 days spent planning and doing Twilight meetings, but perhaps only 3 of those days were spent doing the twilight meeting that pertained to your Hatch project, so you would enter 3 days in the line on Integrated Research Effort and then select the project you are working on (or “other Hatch funded project”).  See the example below.
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For multistate days, you follow the same instructions and enter the states you worked with and what kind of collaboration it was.  There’s no need for a long narrative, just a couple of words (joint workshop, grant proposal, national conference, regional web site, etc.)  Again, the number of multistate days might not equal the total days you are reporting, but are a subset of just the days spent working on multi state projects.
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It is possible to report days as both integrated and multistate.  An example where this is a valid entry would be a regional Hatch-funded research project that is being conducted in more than one state.  The example below represents and entry of 8 days on a research project that was funded by Hatch money and conducted regionally.
