Approved applications must be submitted by County 4-H Staff and are due in the State 4-H Office by April 15 of the current year. Check with your county for local deadline. Deadlines vary by county and will be earlier than the state deadline.

Eligibility: The qualified candidate must be: The qualified candidate must be: 1) Attending University of Maine Orono. 2). A current member of 4-H who is currently active in 4-H activities or recent alumnus and 3). A graduating high school senior, a college freshman, or an individual who has graduated from high school, but has delayed going to college for no more than one year.

Scholarship Awards: The Pine Tree State 4-H Foundation will award the Wayne S. Rich

Scholarship ($1,000) to an eligible New Hampshire 4-Her every even numbered year. Scholarships are awarded based on a combination of demonstrated academic and 4-H

excellence. 
Payment Requirements: Scholarships are payable upon successful completion of the first semester of school. To receive the scholarship funds, recipients must mail a completed first semester transcript to the Foundation Office. A check, made payable to the recipient, will be sent by the Foundation within two weeks of receiving the transcript.
