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Belknap County is in the heart of the Lakes Region of New Hampshire with lakes, mountains 
and forestland used for recreational enjoyment by residents and visitors throughout the year. 
In 2019, 4-H staff partnered with the Belknap Mill to offer a series of experiences for youth 
and families focused on developing life skills through STEM experiences including Light Up 
Laconia, Mousetrap Cars, Coding with Scratch and the STEaMPunk Challenge. Local resident 
and mother of twins, Shayna Royce, said, “My girls were struggling to be engaged in some of 
their science projects, and I have found that through the Light Up Laconia program and the 
Code a Plushie program, they realized that science can be fun! As a homeschooling mother, I 
truly appreciate a local program that I can use to supplement our home education.”
