Funds are released after July 1, 2021. Additional proposals are reviewed throughout the year at regularly scheduled board meetings and funded if they meet the guidelines, and funds are available.
Your grant application may be shared with potential donors to help secure necessary funding. All foundation board members are not familiar with all aspects of the 4-H youth development program.  Your program description helps board members explain project needs to potential donors. 
REPORTING:  Final reports for all funded programs should be submitted no later than 30 days after the conclusion of the event or program and must be submitted, by September 1st, 2022 to insure eligibility for the next funding cycle. A link to the online report form can be found on the Foundation’s web page. This is not the form for submission of expenses.
DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS: Grant funds are distributed following UNH fiscal policies, by submitting original receipts with appropriate documentation. For directions on submitting expenses, visit the Foundation’s webpage. If costs are lower than budgeted, the 4-H Foundation of New Hampshire will reimburse actual expenses and use the balance of allocated funds to support other projects.
