Evidence of conifer root aphid infestation




Conifer root aphid = Woolly ash aphid
Prociphilus americanus
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Overwinters on Abies roots
Multiplies in spring

Most, but not all, migrate to ash
Winged forms return to Abies

Use Talstar F, 1 fl oz per gallon, in a root
dip at the time of planting

For established trees, apply Admire Pro
In a banded application in the spring

lambda-cyhalothrin = Scimitar
cyfluthrin = Tempo
esfenvalerate = Asana

diflubenzuron = Dimilin (IGR, disrupts egg laying)



The pales and white pine weevil spray
should be applied at the same timing.

One walk-through before forsythia bloom
would be sufficient for control.
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
